EXPORT

Nothing is exported by default.

You can export selected functions:

blake2b 384 file blake2b_384 file_hex blake2b 384 file_b64 blake2b 384 file_b64u);

Or all of them at once:

BEWARE: You have to make sure that the filehandle is in binary mode before you pass it as
