The XtClass function returns a pointer to the widget's class structure.
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The XtSuperclass function returns a pointer to the widget's superclass class structure.

The XtlsSubclass function returns True if the class of the specified widget is equal to or

is a subclass of the specified class. The widget's class can be any number of subclasses
down the chain and need not be an immediate subclass of the specified class. Composite
widgets that need to restrict the class of the items they contain can use XtlsSubclass to

find out if a widget belongs to the desired class of objects.

The XtCheckSubclass macro determines if the class of the specified widget is equal to or
is a subclass of the specified widget class. The widget can be any number of subclasses
down the chain and need not be an immediate subclass of the specified widget class. If
the specified widget is not a subclass, XtCheckSubclass constructs an error message from
the supplied message, the widget's actual class, and the expected class and calls XtEr?
rorMsg. XtCheckSubclass should be used at the entry point of exported routines to ensure

that the client has passed in a valid widget class for the exported operation.
