The
first argument to ‘use’ is the name of the variable the hash should be exported
into, and the rest are names of subsets of the keysysms to export: one or more of
'MISCELLANY', 'XKB_KEYS', '3270', 'LATIN1', 'LATINZ',
'LATIN3', 'LATIN4', 'KATAKANA', 'ARABIC', 'CYRILLIC',
'GREEK', 'TECHNICAL', 'SPECIAL', 'PUBLISHING', 'APL",
'HEBREW', 'THAI', 'KOREAN'.
If this list is omitted, the list
'MISCELLANY", 'XKB_KEYS', 'LATIN1', 'LATINZ2', 'LATIN3',
'LATIN4', 'GREEK'
is used.
