Any entries of type XtVaTypedArg are
copied as specified without applying conversions. Data passed by reference (includ?
ing Strings) are not copied, only the pointers themselves; the caller must ensure
that the data remain valid for the lifetime of the created varargs list. The list

should be freed using XtFree when no longer needed.
