DIAGNOSTICS
On successful completion, the status code is 0. A status code of 2 indicates the
operation was interrupted by the user. A status code of 3 indicates the requested
check operation could not be performed because the filesystem is mounted and does
not support an online fsck(8). A status code of 1 is used for other failures.
