get host and distribute only the templates for them.
locale-gen is a program that reads the file /etc/locale.gen and invokes localedef
for the chosen localisation profiles. Run locale-gen after you have modified the
/etc/locale.gen file.

The main configuration file, which has a simple format: every line that is not
empty and does not begin with a # is treated as a locale definition that is to be
built.
