    -- Example 1: Add a front-end port to an application gateway --

    

    $AppGw = Get-AzApplicationGateway -Name "ApplicationGateway01" -ResourceGroupName "ResourceGroup01"

    $AppGw = Add-AzApplicationGatewayFrontendPort -ApplicationGateway $AppGw -Name "FrontEndPort01" -Port 80
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ResourceGroup01 and stores it in the $AppGw 

    variable. The second command adds port 80 as a front-end port for the application gateway stored in $AppGw and
