RETURN VALUES

ERR_set_mark() returns O if the error stack is empty, otherwise 1.

ERR_clear_last_mark() and ERR_pop_to_mark() return 0 if there was no
mark in the error stack, which implies that the stack became empty,

otherwise 1.
